Students who apply to the Los Angeles Community College District (LACCD) using CCCApply or have updated their placement information
using the LACCD MMAP Web Form on their To-Do Checklist will be placed into tiers (groups) of courses in English. Those who choose to
complete ESL placement will be placed into an ESL tier, as well.

ENGLISH and ESL Placement Criteria

English as a Second Language (ESL)

Each LACCD college uses its own criteria for ESL placement. In most cases, these involve a combination of a placement exam score and the
Multiple-Measures Assessment Project (MMARP) placement criteria, which place students based on their anticipated success rates using high
school performance data (like grade point average). Note: ESL placement does not override English placement.

Guided Self-Placement

Students who are not able to provide enough information for automated placement, who have been away from high school for more than 10
years, or did not attend or graduate from a US high school or earn a GED or CA High School Proficiency certificate, may use the Guided Self-
placement process.
